Diocesan Boards and the local authority. The governors are responsible for setting the
admissions policy.

Free Schools — A free school is an all-ability school which is run by the governing body
independently of the local authority and is funded directly by central government. They are
set up to meet the needs of the local community. The governors are responsible for setting
the admissions policy.

Although these schools are their own admitting authorities, some of them by back into the
local authority’s validation service, which means that the local authority grade/rank their
applications on their behalf for a fee. The local authority is also responsible for maintaining
these schools waiting lists up until 31 August.
